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Kigezi Community Project — 3 students from Boston College will distribute bicycles for timely access to health care. The goal is to lower infectious disease rates and spread healthy living practices in the community. 

African Sky — 3 students from Emory University to facilitate local tailor shops to produce organic cotton scrubs, enabling farmers and tailors to take their product directly to the market at a fair wage.

Seva Mandir — 6 students from UNC will document the formation of Seva Mandir’s women’s leadership program with the goal of recruiting and motivating community leaders to run sustainable initiatives. 

Fundacion Comunitaria del Bajio — 3 students from Duke will construct an arts and culture training center to provide integrated training to local residents. 

Triple Salto — 8 students from 3 Chapters will support the Organic Urban Agriculture Project with the goal of lowering rate of child malnourishment. 

MOCHE — 11 students from UNC Chapel Hill will work on a latrine construction project and an assessment for the construction of a free clinic to improve health and sanitation. 

FIPAH — 11 students from UNC Chapel Hill to help with a youth engagement program and document FIPAH’s approach to food security 


Global Gallery — 5 students from Ohio State University and UC Berkeley to Bolivia will construct a large scale orphanage which will create safe living conditions for 2 families, including 12-20 children.

IMAGINA 10 students from UCLA and UT Austin will support a project that works to teach women business skills so they can become financially independent.
