Our vision is to transform the society through a holistic form of education involving spiritual, mental, physical that will see the centre growing into a sphere of hope to the hopeless.

Our mission is to bring out the potential skills and knowledge in the young people to be used I our country and the world at large in order to quench the thirst for education in the children for better tomorrow.

PROBLEMS: Children are the country’s greatest resources and represent hope for the future. Profound poverty, competition for scarce resources, diseases, addictions and lack of education opportunities put this children at extreme risk for illiteracy, illness, hopelessness, abuse and meager resources accessible  is the common definition of urban poor child living in the Ghanaian slum.
Few opportunities exist for the children of Tafi and surrounding communities that allow them to learn their potentials. Although the Ghanaian government has announced free education for all children at senior high level not, that is not the case of those in the primary or basic level .The children are still expected to pay their tuition fees,buy their own books, uniforms( without a uniform they cannot attend school), provide their own food and in some cases there are not enough school desks and resources with children having class size of over 100 pupils in a small room.
This lack of opportunity results in I a perpetuation of the poverty cycle, allowing them to neither contribute to their full capacity to the community nor be able to take advantage of all that their society and the world has  to offer. It’s in light to this predicament that CVNEC will be built to meet the need of the ever increasing need to meet of these dear ones and give them the opportunities to be potential and add value to humanity. The challenges have been many and the successes fulfilling.

OBJECTIVES: These goals will be supported by a focus on five key areas:

· E Establish a well equipped education centre with the relevant technology to promote a competitive edge in a fast paced globalizing world.

· P Provide materials and financial support to orphans and vulnerable children.

· P Provision of affordable quality education

· S Skills train for children and the youth and promote enhanced organizational capacity, building strong financial resource based.

· E Establish a sustainable feeding program for the CVNEC.
