Concept: Rural Exchange Programme
The Rural Exchange is a youth exchange programme that seeks to bring young people from different geographical locations together; cities and rural settings connection. Whilst together, these young people will play, learn and work together. They will also use this programme to exchange ideas together on their various localities.  The aim of the learning session is to explore common challenges affecting young people in their various towns and villages, find alternatives solutions to these challenges and use popular culture to advocate changes via community outreach. 

Is a community engagement programme which happens in the rural areas in Ghana, another aim is to share knowledge on Sexual Reproductive Health issues through behavioral change workshop meetings, interactive theatre performances and peer education for the youth. We promote cultural heritage through the movie nights and storytelling nights activities. At the end, this programme is planned to use participatory methods to create the environment for youth empowerment in order to affect changes in this communities.
