Church of the Holy Trinity Bistrica, Bistrički izvor, Hours, Kačara kuće Martinović, Biriševina, Oak on Pajova Glavica, Krdžavci, Bitovik Hill, Serbia.
The local community in a global challenge is difficult to sustain. Poverty, the lack of infrastructure, the outflow of people into larger centers, and the unsustainability of businesses, make the local community particularly at rural ends on the verge of existence. Local communities have lost themselves in the global world. It is necessary to define development resources in the local community in order to make it sustainable. In order for the local community to be inclusive, global decentralization of goods, capital, human resources is needed. It is necessary to involve local communities in global challenges with the development resources of communities themselves through different mechanisms. The local community must build its sustainable supply towards a global challenge. In our local community, we recognized biodiversity as a development resource. It is the Bitovik hill with forests, pastures, meadows for hiking in nature and reading of forest fruits, autochthonous products from the community, plums, cheese, kajmak, meat, which locals can offer to tourists, 12th century church and century old oak, Bistric spring which springs from the hills and renews the cellular organism. The need is to mobilize citizens in the local community in creating a sustainable supply and communication channel with global challenges, so that the community can be sustainable.
In the previous period we dealt with the construction of a local community. With a special emphasis on citizen participation in the decision-making process in the development of the local community. The project fits our previous activities as it solves the problem in the local community. Eco tour, walking in the nature of the mountain Bitovik: Church of the Holy Trinity Bistrica, Bistrički izvor, Schedule, Kačara house Martinović, Biriševina, Oak on Pajova Glavica, Krdžavci, Vrh Bitovik. - The Church of the Holy Trinity in Bistrica was erected in the Middle Ages during Nemanjić. Namely, King Vladislav issued a charter to this monastery between 1234 - 1243. The Charter prescribes the obligations of the dependents and the monastery of subordinate inhabitants. At the beginning of the 14th century, the Bistric Monastery was donated as a metonym to the monastery of the Holy Apostles Peter and Paul, and later to the monastery of Hilandar. Like other churches and monasteries, it was in ruins for centuries, and it was restored in the 19th century. The church is one-nave, covered with a shady roof of the shrine. According to some information, monasteries knew the technology of brewing beer as early as the 13th century. The church is located in Bistrica, 1 km from the main road Prijepolje - Nova Varos. - Bistric source, you need to experience the power of water that springs from the hill. Water that restores the cells of the human organism. - Schedule, a natural timeline where people have been setting time and time from ancient times. - Kačara house Martinović, autochthonous plantation of plums and ranks. Family tradition and autochtonism of fruit sort. - Bistrica in its name is a bericet, an urban hamlet in the middle of nature. - Oak on Pea's head. At the foot of Bitovik, a century old oak is sacred from the past, when the Crusaders gathered for Ivanjdan, a holiday celebrating the birth of St. John the Baptist on July 7, which still inhabit the Bistrica inhabitants today. - Krdžavci, another urban hamlet in the middle of nature. Vrh Bitovka. Bitovik is a mountain in southwestern Serbia, above the city of Prijepolje. An elevation rising high above the surrounding area with a small surface area at the top, with steep slopes and a local relief of 300 meters and more. Its highest peak has a height of 1,371 m. Bitovik is ideal for beginner hikers. It can be reached by a steep hill and along its stairs, which are reared as stone on a stone. According to folk tradition when the clear weather without clouds from the top of Bitovik can be seen a tower on Avala near Belgrade. Eco truber, walking in nature, length 7km.
