II. Street Business School (SBS)
During the month of April, SBS training sessions focused on strengthening participants’ entrepreneurship skills through four key modules. These included money management, market research, business planning, and marketing and customer care. 

Participants learned how to manage finances, understand their market, plan their businesses effectively, and attract customers.

Overall, the sessions enhanced their practical skills, confidence, and readiness to start and grow sustainable businesses.
Module 4: Money Management

This module helps participants manage their money wisely to keep their business running and growing.
Key points:
· Understand the difference between business money and personal money

· Track income and expenses daily

· Save regularly, even in small amounts

· Control spending and avoid unnecessary costs


“Money well managed leads to a strong and sustainable business”.
Module 5: Market Research

This module helps participants understand their market before starting or improving a business.
     Key points:

· Identify target customers

· Understand customer needs and preferences

· Study competitors and prices

· Choose products or services that are in demand

“A good business starts with knowing your market”.
Module 6: Business Planning

This module helps participants organize their ideas into a clear business plan.
Key points:

· Set clear business goals

· Identify needed resources (capital, materials, skills)

· Estimate costs and expected profits

· Plan daily activities and operations

“A clear plan increases the chances of business success” 

Module 7: Marketing & Customer Care

This module helps participants attract customers and build strong relationships with them.
Key points:

· Promote products and services effectively
·  Set fair and competitive prices
· Treat customers with respect and honesty
· Build trust to encourage repeat customers
“Happy customer is the foundation of a growing business”

III. Trauma Healing Workshop
On April 20-22, there was a three-day traum ahaling workshop in Maramvya for 20 GBV survivors. Facilitatora were Grace Horanimana and Gisele Misago.

Story: “I got married to a man, and at the beginning everything was going well. But over time, he changed. He started beating me over small mistakes. As days went by, the situation became worse. He would not even greet me when he came home, and our household was full of conflict. When I became pregnant, he showed no compassion. He continued to abuse me. One day, when I was six months pregnant, he beat me severely simply because I asked him about his behavior. I lost consciousness and woke up in the hospital. That incident deeply affected me. It was at that moment that I mourned my marriage and realized that I no longer had a husband. I returned home, but to me, he was like someone who had died. I bought everything I needed for childbirth by myself and hid it at a neighbor’s house. Until the day I gave birth, I did not tell him anything, because I felt he did not deserve to be shared that good news. This hurt him, but after a few months, he started again with his violent and strange behavior. I then decided to separate from him. Today, I live alone with my three children.

What marked me most during this workshop is that I now feel normal. Before, I felt ashamed, as if there was a voice telling me I had done wrong to leave my husband, that I should have endured everything like a “true Burundian woman.” That feeling has disappeared. Today, I accept myself as I am.”
IV. INCOME GENERATING ACTIVITY
On April 7, 2026 there wa rice harvest in Maramvya. This is a project initiated by a group of GBV survivors after a three-day trauma healing workshop. This is their second harvest.
V. THE WOMEN’S SOCIO-ECONOMIC EMPOWERMENT CENTER

The FWA has continued the construction of the Women’s Socio Economic Empowement Center (WSEEC).
MEDICAL TEAM
CONSULTATIONS

Our medical doctors consulted with 108 cases, including 10 adults (5 men and 5 women), 5 children (2 boys and 3 girl), 31 HIV positive people and 62 pregnant women for ultrasound. The nurse received 201 patients including 147 adults and 54 children.

LABORATORY

In the month of April, apart from HIV voluntary testing, there were a total of 314 tests.

FAMILY PLANNING

 421 People received contraceptives from FWA’s nurse, including 260 old cases and 161 new ones. 269 received the contraceptive injection, 63 received pills, 65 received male condoms at Ntaseka clinic, 5 received UID and 19 received implants.

PRENATAL CONSULTATION (PNC)

In April, 47 women came for prenatal consultation (PNC), including 9 who came for PNC 1, 8 for PNC 2, 21 for PNC 3 and 9 for PNC 4.

62 pregnant women came for the ultrasound test.    

ANTI-RETROVIRAL SITE

At the end of April, we had 330 patients under retro drugs followed at NTASEKA clinic, including 267 women and 63 men. 

PHARMACY

Regarding medications, FWA was able to purchase the minimum needed medicine. 

PSYCHOSOCIAL TEAM

In the month of April; 44 people were tested for HIV and received pre and post HIV test counselling. Among the two people detected HIV positive, one of them was a woman with 5% of seropositivity.
