II. HROC Workshop (Jury 28-30)
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In the month of July a workshop on trauma healing were organized in Maramvya in Bujumbura province for Victims of GBV:
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Story

“My husband used to beat me often. Sometimes, he would throw me out of the house, even in the middle of the night. One night, while I was wandering outside alone, I encountered armed bandits. They terrorized me before letting me go. When I returned in house, I discovered that my husband had burned all my clothes. I had no one to turn to. My brother refused to speak to me, fearing that I would claim my share of the family inheritance.

One day, He beat me so violently that I lost my baby. I fell into a coma. Neighbors found me unconscious and took me to the hospital. When I woke up, I learned that my child was already dead. I never even got to see my baby.

He sold our land without ever asking for my consent. Once, I sold a cooking pot to buy a piece of cloth, hoping to cover myself with dignity. But he burned that cloth too. Another day, he ran after me with a stick, ready to attack. I was terrified and decided to run away.

I found refuge with a woman who took me in, and later I managed to rent a small house where I now live alone. The violence, humiliation, and losses I endured broke me to the point I attempted to take my own life several times.”
III.  Rice Harvest

In July, the women’s group in Maramvya, supported by FWA, successfully completed their rice harvest. Members reported being highly satisfied with both the quantity and quality of the rice. The success of this season has motivated the group to expand their activities, and they have expressed a strong commitment to continue rice cultivation on a larger area in the next agricultural cycle. This initiative contributes to increased income and economic empowerment for the women involved.
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IV. THE WOMEN’S SOCIO-ECONOMIC EMPOWERMENT CENTER

The FWA has continued the construction of the Women’s Socio Economic Empowement Center (WSEEC).
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ACTION ON GENDER-BASED VIOLENCE (AGBV)
In the month of July 2025, FWA did field visit to evaluate GBV survivors’accompanists who have so far initiated 40 Self-help groups in Giheta.
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“I was a woman overwhelmed by depression. FWA has helped me tremendously to get where I am today even becoming an SHG guide. I didn’t know how to wash my own clothes, and I thought it was impossible to afford new ones. I was withdrawn and didn’t speak to others.

When I attended trauma healing workshops, I realized I was sick. With the support of my FWA accompanist, Judith, I was able to heal. I chose to live without worrying about what my husband did, because I had relied on him, and his irresponsibility made me very vulnerable.

I began to see that it is possible to move forward without him. Due to the SHG, I now have a pig that provides manure for my crops. I can dress myself and my children. People who know me can see the change I used to be unkempt.

Being an SHG guide has opened new doors for me. I am now a mediator in my community, which is predominantly Batwa. People look up to me as an example, and when conflicts arise, they call me to suggest solutions.” Francine from Kibogoye
MEDICAL TEAM
CONSULTATIONS

As one of them has been sick, our medical doctors consulted with 84 cases, including 10 adults (2 men and 8 women), one girl-child child, 22 HIV positive people and 51 pregnant women for ultrasound. The nurse received 188 patients including 131 adults and 57 children.
LABORATORY

FAMILY PLANNING

 638 People received contraceptives from FWA’s nurse, including 457 old cases and 181 new ones. 551 received the contraceptive injection, 38 received pills, 35 received male condoms at Ntaseka clinic, 2 received UID and 12 received implants

PRENATAL CONSULTATION (PNC)

In July, 53 women came for prenatal consultation (PNC), including 9 who came for PNC 1, 20 for PNC 2, 13 for PNC 3 and 11 for PNC 4.

51 pregnant womenj came for the ultrasound test.    

ANTI-RETROVIRAL SITE

At the end of July, we had 330 patients under retro drugs followed at NTASEKA clinic, including 267 women and 63 men. 

PHARMACY

Regarding medications, FWA was able to purchase the minimum needed medicine. 

PSYCHOSOCIAL TEAM

In the month of July, 51 people were tested for HIV and received pre and post HIV test counselling. Among the three people detected HIV positive, two of them were women with 6% of seropositivity.
