Below is an outline explaining our phases, methods, and objectives for using proceeds from Global Giving:
Outline for Surfing Medicine International Charity Album Project:

 PHASE 1: Bring Oppong Akwaato Ankrah, Traditional Asante Healer of Ghana, Africa to Jamaica to collaborate with Jamaican Maroon Healers (Ivelyn Harris, Lloyd Harris, Lee Henry) to investigate and share knowledge on plants used to treat cancer and HIV/AIDS. The time that Oppong is able to stay in Jamaica will depend on a number of factors such as visa requirements and proceeds made from the albums. There are numerous plants that grow in Jamaica that also grow in Ghana, Africa. African plants were brought to Jamaica during the slave trade specifically for use as medicine and food. Jamaican Maroon Healers have traced their roots back to Akan ethnic groups in Ghana. By bringing Oppong, Ivelyn, Lloyd, and Lee together, this will be a historic event that allows expert medicinal plant practitioners to share knowledge on medicinal plants used to treat cancer and HIV/AIDS. Our novel approach will give Oppong, Ivelyn, Lloyd, and Lee exclusive intellectual property rights to any discoveries made and knowledge shared thereby protecting indigenous knowledge of specific uses of plants for medicine.
PHASE 2: Medicinal plant restoration projects with Hawaiian, Jamaican, and Ghanaian traditional healers. We would like to restore Jamaican and African watersheds suffering from water quality pollution by outplanting medicinal plant species used for bioremediation and to treat cancer and HIV/AIDS. Traditional healers and scientists will combine their skills at a landscape level in Jamaica and sub-Saharan Africa to create sustainable medicinal plant ecosystems in order to provide alternative medicine for underrepresented peoples with cancer and HIV/AIDS in Jamaica and Africa. As the plants become ready to harvest after outplanting, traditional healers will harvest and provide the treatments for people with cancer and HIV/AIDS.

PHASE 3: We will document the Jamaican/African collaboration on film for our official charity website www.surfingmedicine.org, and as a commercial (15-30 seconds) for www.hulu.com as a way to educate the public about our ongoing efforts to research and provide medicinal plant treatments for underrepresented peoples with cancer and HIV/AIDS.
PHASE 4: In order to support the ongoing efforts of traditional healers in Jamaica and Ghana, Surfing Medicine International will assist in the gathering of experimental data that will in essence bridge the gap between anecdotal and empirical evidence for plant-based therapies prescribed to HIV-AIDS and cancer patients. All research will be collaborative, designed to protect the intellectual property rights of the participating communities. Although phytochemical analysis based on ethnomedicinal information is not new, the approach that Surfing Medicine International plans to use is innovative because the research will be performed within the participating communities and led by the traditional healers themselves. Rather than extract information and plant samples, a situation that cultivates mistrust between scientist and herbal practitioner, our research will occur within and by each community. Samples tested will be prepared using traditional methods and include combinations of species. The identification of samples including preparation method and species will be considered proprietary knowledge of the participating community and/or individual and not revealed through this study. Legal protection will be afforded to participants through assistance from Surfing Medicine International attorneys. Results from the study will be compiled and returned to each community in a manner that will best support ongoing traditional medical practices. For example, efficacy data, recommended dosage, and indications for each therapy will be given to medical service providers in order to improve safety and value of treatment for HIV-AIDS and cancer patients. Basic equipment required for initial analysis of plant material preparations includes High Performance Liquid Chromatography (HPLC) for the identification, separation, and quantification of compounds. Once compounds are identified, bioactivity will be examined via exploration of published research. Additionally, in-house bioassay of the whole preparation will be done using a series of human cancer cell lines. Pipettes, balances, beakers, and blenders are needed for extraction, measurement, and transfer of samples.

PHASE 5:

After we attain enough proceeds to complete the above phases of work, equipment will be assembled in a room aboard a research vessel that affords mobility to various locations across the island, as well as inter-island/continental access without compromising the core goal of Surfing Medicine International to keep the research within the participating communities led by traditional healers. A research vessel will aid transport of whole medicinal plants and treatments, and investigation of medicinal plants and water quality during disasters such as hurricanes, flooding, tsunamis, earthquakes, and famine. A research vessel will facilitate rural and coastal community access to research and promote cooperation between traditional healers worldwide. Use of land-based facilities, roads, and airports in coastal areas of Africa and tropical islands is limited during disasters. By having a research vessel prepared and ready, our charity will be better equipped to aid and access flooded coastal communities in Africa, Jamaica, and Hawaii in order to restore degraded landscapes using medicinal plants.
