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GIRL CHILD NETWORK’s

GIRLS EDUCATION AND SUPPORT SERVICES

Providing school uniforms and fees, support services and leadership development to girls in rural Zimbabwe

BACKGROUND

The Girl Child Network’s Girls at Risk Fund was set up to directly benefit girls who are in immediate need of school fees and uniforms as well as girls who are in abusive homes and need emergency services.  The fund will immediately contribute not only to the girl’s academic life, but also to their social development and well-being. The fund exists and functions against a backdrop of a harsh economic climate exacerbated by the far-reaching HIV/AIDS related effects.

The funds raised for this project have been earmarked primarily for the children of peasant and subsistence farmers and child-headed households who no longer have either parent. Rural areas in Zimbabwe have been hit hard by the economic down turn and girls are particularly at risk. Boys are often chosen first for school and girls, in some cases are forced into early marriage as a way for the family to access money.  The fund goes a long way in mitigating the effects of such scenarios.

JUSTIFICATION

Field visits has revealed that in many rural areas quite a number of girls are going to school bare-footed without the standard uniform used in Zimbabwe. Many girls are unable to afford school fees, and wind up dropping out.  Additionally, the severe economic situation has increased incidences of rape and transactional sex – girls exchanging sex for food and school fees. 

It is against this background that Girl Child Network, through the Girls as Risk Program has decided to provide socio-educational safety nets to girls in rural communities, such as Hwange. This will ease the burden on their parents allowing them to concentrate solely on providing food for their girl children, while the organization provides the school fees and uniforms. Furthermore, this will reduce the vulnerability of the girls, as they will no longer look elsewhere for help, which in most cases, has been accompanied by abuse in its various dimensions.

Additionally, GCN will provide 24-hour emergency services to girls who are victims of rape and child abuse and offer temporary shelter at their 16-bed “Empowerment Village”

SELECTION CRITERIA

The Girls at Risk Program in Hwange District selects beneficiaries through face-to-face interactions and further home visits to come up with deserving and disadvantaged girls. Girls considered are orphaned girls,  girls who are now heads of households in the case of their parents death, and girls from extremely poor families. First priority will be given to those without both shoes and uniforms and have problems in paying school fees.
