Rural Livelihoods Training Centre (RLTCs)

Centre for Youth and Social Development (CYSD), a not-for-profit organization working in the state of Odisha, has been working to improve the quality of life of the marginalized communities, more specifically the tribals. It works in 9 districts, 19 Blocks, 102 Gram Panchayats, 725 villages, 32,255 households and around 2.19 lakh population. The districts are mostly the interior tribal pockets and difficult to reach areas where public services hardly reach. The organization works towards improving the livelihoods of the socially excluded groups, deepening governance by enhancing community’s participation in planning and monitoring of programmes and also preservation and recharge of the natural resource base on which they depend for their livelihoods such as land, water and forest. Taking the experiences and evidences from the ground and research work, the organization also engages with the government at the state level for a more pro-poor policy. The organization also has a strong commitment for environment protection and mitigating the impacts of climate change through its activities.

Building sustainable livelihoods being one of its core areas, CYSD promotes community institutions and capacitates them on various themes including improved agricultural practices, organic farm practices, horticulture, allied activities, land and water management. It also capacitates other stakeholders like members of Panchayati Raj Institutions, civil society organizations, government functionaries and citizen leaders. Enterprise promotion and skilling for employment and employability being one of the focus areas, skill trainings are provided to youths and women members to nurture their entrepreneurial skills and enabling them to be on their own.

The centre also has logistics facilities for 60 people in the form of dormitory/guest house, dining hall with a capacity of 30 people, a library with lots of resource materials in the form of books, IEC materials and other communication materials (booklets, magazine, leaflet, poster, acts, schemes, rules, study reports) in both print and electronic forms. The centre also has facilities for drinking water supply and also irrigation facilities in the form of bore well and well with pumps (surface and submersible). 
With such kind of facilities and the intention of creating skilled resources at the ground, CYSD has conducted trainings for nearly 25,000 farmers and numerous civil society organizations, government functionaries, PRI representatives and community-based organizations in the last one-decade. In view of the changing climatic conditions, high operational cost of this centre and CYSDs commitment to enhance communitys’ resilience to climate change, CYSD intends to go for complete transition of the centre from use of electricity to use of renewable form of energy.
