[bookmark: _GoBack]Our client is a 74 years old, legally blind man who lives alone. He used all money received from FEMA to repair his home, but it was not enough.
Volunteer teams have worked to complete all necessary repairs to the home. Closet and interior doors have been repaired and painted and then reinstalled, ceiling fans and kitchen cabinets were purchased and installed. Windows and bug screens have also been replaced, and the interior of the home has been completely repainted. Crews were able to salvage the countertop when replacing the kitchen cabinets. 
During this time, it was observed that the client’s oven does not work and only one burner works but must be ignited by hand. It was also observed that the client places plywood with 2x4’s in the ground to protect the windows from storms and places plywood at the sliding glass door with a concrete mixer to hold in place.
STRT provided the materials and a team of skilled volunteers to build shutters for the windows and doors and the exterior of the home has been completely painted by the team. A new gas stove was also installed so that this man may cook safely cook meals in his home.
