» Fund Raising target : USD 99,000

» Project Admin cost (Global Giving) : 15%

Climate Action Now

Tree Plantation : USD 30,000

» To date, CAN has planted 30,000 trees via the project 
organisation 

» Of the total finance raised, 50% will be spent on tree 
plantation 

» USD 30,000 will enable CAN to plant 300,000 trees 
(This equates to the lifetime CO2 footprint over the 
lifetime of approx. 170 UK resident)

Education: USD 18,000 

» USD 18,000 would enable CAN to distribute ‘Let’s Save 
Our Planet ’ to 1,000 children 

» ‘Let’s Save Our Planet ’ is an illustrated climate change 
reader for kids authored by Julie Wornan,  one of the 
founding members of ‘Saving our Planet’

» This facilitates positive change in consumption 
behaviours of children securing an responsible and 
conscious future generation 
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Cost Break Down 

Funds raises are split across three work streams: Tree Plantation, Train the Teacher, and Educating children 

Seminars: USD 12,000 

» USD 12,000 would enable climate change experts to 
deliver training to 1,000 teachers across Europe

» The teachers will act as change agents by further 
spreading the knowledge to facilitate reduction in 
carbon footprint
