2. Background, Membership, and Objectives of the Organization: 

Love and care Foundation evolved through the vision of its chairman. He discovered how the rural poor suffer during their farming activities (3-5 miles walk to their various farms), and how children of school going age help their parents in the farms instead of being in classrooms. The founding chairman, Daniel Ashong Nartey, whiles working at the Jasikan District Assembly  in the Volta Region; as a Civil Servant, embarked on a personal initiative and organized free evening classes for children of school going age. Later with the help of the Vice  Chairman and the Secretary of the organization, it was legalized as a registered charitable organization with the primary objectives of helping the vulnerable and needy (children) across the length and breadth of  Ghana. On the 26th October 2017 the organization was registered as a Non-Governmental Organization. The Organization is democratically operated. According to the organization’s guidelines, elections will be held once in every four years. It is governed  by Bye Laws, sexual harassment laws and a code of ethics for employees.

3. List of the organization’s past and present Self-Help Programs and how they have aided in developing the community and district: 

1. Eight Thousand Cedis  apartment located at Konongo Odumase (Office and two bed room apartment to aid children with special needs.

2. Donated clothes, and shoes worth two Thousand Ghana Cedis  to the people of Ghana Akura (Jato Akura, Yaayaaso, Samale Akura, Nkyensen Akura, Nokware Asa and Bompa, Ashanti Region.

3. Donated teaching and learning materials worth GHS1,000 to Jato Akura RC, and the children of Akura, Ashanti Region.

4.  Educational support for eight children between the ages of six and ten years at Akura, Ashanti Region. This support included teaching and learning materials.

5.  Acquisition of Land for school building at Ghana Akura, Ashanti Region.

The fund will assist for construction of three complete Poured concrete classroom blocks. The following are the specifications of size and structure of the school complex: it includes Classrooms, Staff rooms, Latrine, and Disability access/facility:

Site selection criteria for school 
· maximum of 3 km from the villages.
Students per classroom
· class 1-6 shall contain 45-50 children, from the various villages 
Class size and School size are as follows:  
· Classroom space shall 0.7m2 per child
· classroom size  shall be 7.5m x 5m  
Classrooms windows : 
· Natural Lighting from left of Children
· Blackboard position vis-a-vis window side
· Area of windows: 20% of floor area
· Sufficient ventilation

· Wider corridor/paved pathway on outside 

Roofing
· Long span aluminum  roofing sheet 289m2 and 48m. 
 Disability response 
· Provision of ramp access

· Plaster work and other floor wall and ceiling finishing
