EMPOWER 2000 RURAL WOMEN, SCHOOL GIRLS, YOUTH AND CHILDREN IN RURAL UGANDA.
Project needs and beneficiaries
Poverty is a major problem in Uganda. The situation is worse in rural areas yet 85% of Uganda’s population lives in rural areas. Rural areas in Uganda are characterized by low levels of education, low levels of household productivity, poor income and housing, food insecurity, lack of clean drinking water, lack of health care facilities and reduced life expectancy.

The beneficiaries of this project are illiterate rural women, (priority will be given to teen mothers, single mothers /widows and women living with HIV/AIDS), and Persons with disabilities, rural school going girls, youth, orphans and other vulnerable children. The entire village population will benefit from the products of this project.
Activities

Distribution of 1000 long lasting insecticide treated mosquito nets for the prevention of the deadly malaria, 2000 sanitary pads to 500 vulnerable school girls, sensitize the entire village population on issues such as HIV/AIDS, malaria prevention, Clean water and Sanitation, poverty alleviation, Distribute 50 cows to 50 vulnerable families for milk production and income generation, distribute 100 goats to 100 needy families for livestock development, distribute 500kg of dry beans to 5o families for planting, Construct 50 rainwater harvesting tanks in 5o different homes, distribute 25 bicycles for 5o students who travel up to 10km daily to and from school and 50 solar lamps for their night reading.
Importance of the project

Using the donated funds, 2000 rural women, youth, school girls, the elderly and children ill benefit from the project in any of the following ways; 1000 homes will each acquire a free mosquito net, 50 needy students will each have their school fees fully paid for 4 academic terms, 50 homes and the entire village community will benefit by acquiring 50 water harvesting tanks, 50 rural omen will each acquire one family cow for milk production and income generation, 100 homes will each acquire a family goat for livestock development in the community, 50 students and their families will each get a solar lamp and 50 students will benefit from the 25 bicycles so that the long journey burden to school is drastically reduced. 

With the free mosquito nets, families will be able to fight the deadly malaria, free sanitary pads and good hygiene information ill help the rural school girls reduce on absenteeism from school and help them understand their bodies, the goats, cows, harvested rain water and dry seeds will help rural families generate some income, fight food insecurity and improve their livelihood, the school fees, bicycles, and solar lamps will help these rural students have a chance to acquire education.
Long term Impact
2000 people specifically women, girls, youth, children and the elderly will directly benefit from the project. Household productivity and incomes will be greatly improved. The burden of Disease especially malaria will be reduced. The people will be given support for disclosure of their HIV status in our sensitization workshops and efforts to reduce Stigma put in place, families will have access to clean drinking water and access to primary and secondary education by the rural students will be created.
