· What we do
BRKP provides education, shelter, food and guidance through the Evening School to help save parentless and underprivileged children from being forced into hard labour, begging, and bonded labor. We council children and parents and guardians on the importance of education. We provide vocational training and assist with finding employment.  We also form saving and Credit self-help groups for rural women and we hold camps for community medical awareness education.  When necessary, we provide relief and rehabilitation activities for victims of natural disasters.  


The Evening School students average in age from about 10 to 16 years old. The students spend 5 hours a day in the evening school.  Education is in Bangla and English.  Most of the children are either orphans or have disabled parents or guardians who can not provide money for their education. The evening school is much more than just a school; it is a safe place to learn, do homework, and meet friends. 

· Major accomplishments


Although BRKP may be a fairly young organization, we have already done a great deal to assist the people of Bamongram, Malda, West Bengal India.  

· BRKP Evening School started with 12 children and has grown to 42 children and 3 teachers.  The children receive free tuitions, educational materials such as notebook, zoometric box, pen/pencils/drawing materials, school bags, meals and snacks, etc. The children are being molded for a productive and sustainable life. 

· BRKP has provided life-skill training, success-stories, and roll-models in order to improve and inspire the people towards a big positive role in the society and their family.   
2. An explanation of the work we do and how this is promoting a change for those individuals and for the community 

BRKP initiatives are at the grassroots level.  Our main priority is education.  If nothing is done to help the underprivileged children of Bamongram, Malda, they may never obtain an education and will be unaware of prevailing issues such as HIV/AIDS.  They will be more likely to become anti-socialites.  They will continue to be forced into hard labor, begging, and bonded labor.  

Enabling even one individual to escape from the prison of ignorance and poverty can, over time, transform whole families and communities.  With an education and social and vocational skill training, one person can become a roll-model to inspire others towards a better life.  This person will also be able to provide some level of financial support to assist members of their extended family in obtaining similar skills.  Over time, more and more people will be able to contribute to the community by living a socially productive life.  Education is the key to triggering this transformation.

By empowering the Evening School students with a sense of dignity and confidence, and by providing them with skills, they will be better able to improve their situation and achieve a sustainable income.

Community involvement is critical to the success of our project. We are now starting to see this involvement increase and are observing the positive impact it has on the project.

When we started the Evening School, we approached the children’s guardians to ask if they could attend our school.  We met a lot of resistance because most of the guardians were not interested in sending their children to school and instead wanted them to help with domestic work and to bring more income to the family. After persevering, we began to see results. Almost half of the guardians (40%) became interested in being a part of this project to educate their children. They also showed their support by actively participating in the parents' meetings.  Follow-up visits showed that most families were happy with what we are doing.  Recently, two out of three parents/guardians have confirmed that their children are doing well and achieving good rank in school.

We can also measure our success by the new-found confidence and hope we see in the children’s faces. The children understand the importance of education and can see its lasting and positive impact through roll play and other experiential learning activities we offer.

Apart from these immediate outcomes, we expect there to be many indirect outcomes. We will be able to measure these results on a more long-term scale, say in one or two years. We also continue to research how we can further develop more activity-based teaching techniques and programs. 

While no single person can solve all the problems of poverty and ignorance, the Evening School is an outstanding example of what can be done by a few dedicated people working together.

3. Building on our success and looking to the future

We intend to continue to counsel, motivate, and involve the community, local people, and the children’s guardians and parents in educating the children.  We will continue to raise awareness about bonded labors, child labors and the importance of education.  We intend to continue to provide shelter, food, and medicine for parentless children in and around Bamongram district Malda.

We intend to increase the number of children enrolled in the school while continuing to provide quality education, rehabilitation, social, emotional, physical, educational and pre-vocational skills, thereby allowing greater numbers of children a chance for a productive and sustainable life in the future and saving them from forced sex-work and bonded labor.
We have observed that the children enjoy the activity-based training, games and life skills we offer at the school. We are trying to further develop our curriculum to expand on the possibilities available with this type of education.

The main goal of the evening school is to provide a long-term sustainable socially productive life.  Going forward, we would like to put more attention on creating opportunities for the older children to develop technical /vocational skills, so that they may be employable in the local area or able to start small home based businesses.  We have begun the process of investigating what can be done and how to approach this important next phase in the role of the school.

During our research, we realized that basic computer and typing speed skills will help the children to get entry level employment in wind-mills. We have already communicated with the small industries employers and proposed to them about hiring the children.  They explained to us the skills they require.  We requested that they help in training the children and asked them to visit the evening school and explain to the children about the type of jobs available, what set of skills these children have to have, work place expectations, confidence building, etc.  They have promised to help in this.

We are also investigating tailoring and embroidery skill training for girls over 14 years old.  We have identified many opportunities in nearby cites for dress-making. We also recognize that there are opportunities for small home based business where these trained children can take the neighbor’s dress and do the work in their houses once they have one tailoring machine. Once these students learn tailoring and embroidery skills, we can award certificates.  The certificates will enable us to approach local banks to provide financing so that they can purchase their own tailoring machine. 

Retail marketing, electrical wireman, and home appliance technicians are also in demand and we plan to look into vocational training for these skills. 

For now, we intend to focus our initial vocational training efforts on typing, computer skills, tailoring and embroidery.  In a later phase we desire to expand into the other areas.  


4. Desired Assistance – How you can for the children


BRKP and the Local Community Committee can appoint and provide a stipend for trainers, provide for electricity, rent and facility maintenance.  BRKP can manage other expenses associated with volunteers, travel, postage, guest lectures, field visits, etc.   However, the cost of the equipment needed for our livelihood training exceeds our current financial means.

We kindly and humbly ask for your support in financing the equipment needed for the planned vocational skills training.   Please partner with us to provide the underprivileged at-risk old children in Malda District with the opportunity to achieve a long-term sustainable socially productive life.

Prominent locations:-

Malda It lies just east of the confluence of the Mahananda and Kalindri rivers and is part of the English Bazar urban agglomeration. The town rose to prominence as the river port of the Hindu capital of Pandua. During the 18th century it was the seat of prosperous cotton and silk industries. It remains an important distributing centre for rice, jute, and wheat. Historical monuments include the mosque Jami' Masjid (1566) and the landmark Nimasari tower across the river. Constituted a municipality in 1867, it has several colleges affiliated with the University of North Bengal. Rice, jute, legumes, and oilseeds are the chief crops in the surrounding area. Mulberry plantations and mango orchards occupy large areas; mango trade and silk manufacture are the main economic activities.

Balurghat is situated east of the Atrai river. Balurghat became a municipality in 1951 and serves as the headquarters for North Dinajpur district. 

MaldaEnglish Bazar urban agglomeration comprises of Malda town and English Bazar. The town lies east of the confluence of the Mahananda and Kalindri rivers. It became a municipality in 1867. It is the district headquarters of Malda. Malda town is an important railway station in this region. Malda is famous for its mangoes.

Raiganj is situated on the banks of the Kulik River. Raiganj is a municipality since 1951 and is the district headquarters of South Dinajpur. Raiganj has a bird sanctuary.

	Tourism in Malda district of west bengal 


	The flora of Malda district is merely a small portion of that extending from Kose to the Brahmapurtra, and alteration of beels and village shrubberies with the drier jungle of the Barind region, where the ground is not occupied by the usual crops, it is covered by and abundant Natural vegetation excepting the sandy beds of rivers. Old river beds, ponds, marshy land and other watery regions have a copious vegetation of vallisneria and other plants. The areas which are subject to frequent inundation usually cover themselves with seedy grasses and in marshy parts with Rosainvolucrata is plentiful. Some portions of Barind area are covered by jungles, which consist chiefly of thorny scrub bush jungles mixed with Pipal, Bat, Simul and Pakur trees and Nepal Bamboos. Species of thorny bamboos are also seen in Pandua areas near villages and embankment areas of Gour thickets or shrubberies, ordinary Neem, Jack-fruit trees, tamarind, bamboo, pipul and mango trees are seen in plenty. The soil of the western region of the district is particularly suited to the growth of mulberry and mango, for the production of both of which Malda has become famous.

Though about a century ago Malda was great place for the unusual quantity of large games" at present the district has lost its charm in this respect, Earlier, the breeding ground of the animal were the thorny jungles of the "Barind' area and jungles covering the Gour and Pandua ruins.

But the jungles have mostly been cleared and their inhabitants exterminated by the Santals and Paharias, who have crossed the Ganges in large number to settle in "Barind" and other areas. It is high time that the people become aware of the dangers of ecological imbalance.

The rivers, beels, and ponds of Malda produce considerable quantities of various categories of fishes mention may be made Rohu, Katla, Chital, Boal , Magur, Shol, Hilisha, Pabda and varieties of Crabs , Prawns, Turtles etc. Pisciculture has been undertaken under various projects according to modern scientific methods.

Places to visit:
Gour-Pandua is the medieval capital of Bengal. They are twin towns located to the north and south of Malda town. The area saw three eras of glory - the Buddhist Palas, the Hindu Senas and the Muslim Nawabs. The Senas, the last Hindu kings of Bengal, were displaced by the Muslims in the beginning of the 13th century. They ruled till the Battle of Palashi in 1757. There is no trace of any shrine or structure of the Buddhist or Hindu periods. Even those of the Muslim period are virtually in ruin.

At Gour

* Ramkeli – 14 km south of Malda- contains footprints of Sri Chaitanya on stone.
* Bara Sona Masjid – Half a kilometre from Ramkeli, it is also called Baro Duari Masjid. It was, started by Allaudin Shah and completed by his son, Nasiruddin Nusrat Shah in 1526. The Indo-Arabic style of architecture and the ornamental stone carvings make Baroduari a special attraction for tourists.

* Dakhil Darwaza – Built in 1425 and also known as Salami Darwaza it was once the main entry for the fort. It is more than 21 metres high and 34.5 metres wide.
* Feroze Minar – A kilometre away from Dakhil Darwaja, it was built by Sultan Saifuddin Feroze Shah during 1485-89. 26 metres high and 19 metres in circumference, it resembles the Qutub Minar of Delhi.

* Chika Masjid - Sultan Yusuf Shah built the Chika Mosque in 1475. The beautifully ornate carvings on the walls and the images of Hindu idols on the stonework of doors and lintels are still partly visible.

* Kadam Rasul - Half a kilometre from the Feroze Minar, this mosque was built by Sultan Nasiruddin Nusrat Shah in 1530. It contains the footprints of Hazrat Muhammad on stone.

* Tomb of Fateh Khan - Opposite the Kadam Rasul Mosque this 17th century tomb of a commander of Aurangzeb's army is an interesting structure, built in the Hindu chala style.
* Tantipara Masjid – a short distance away has intricate terracotta work.
* Lukochuri Darwaja – Located to the south-east of the Kadam Rasul Mosque, this is a place where the sultans played hide and seek with the begums. There is a difference of opinion as to who built this gate, some say that Shah Shuja built it in 1655, others opine that it was built by Allauddin Hussein Shah in 1522. The innovative architectural style makes it an interesting place to visit. 

At Pandua

* Adina Masjid - built in 1369 by Sultan Sikander Shah it was one of the largest mosques in India. Carved basalt masonry from earlier Hindu temples is said to have also been used.

* Qutb Shahi Masjid - locally known as the Chhoto Sona Masjid, built to honour Saint Nur Qutb-ul-Alam. The ruins of his shrine are nearby, along with that of Saint Hazrat Shah Jalal Tabrizi, collectively known as the Bari Darga.


* Eklakhi Mausoleum is the most elegant monument in Pandua, with a carved Ganesh on the doorway. It is a tomb of the son of a Hindu Raja, who converted to Islam
