Tikiapara is predominantly a Muslim slum – above 80% population is of Muslims.  The condition of women and children (specially girls) is very  bad.  Lack of education results in large numbers of children per family, total neglect of the girl children as they are supposed to be a liability for the family.

TARGET AREA BACKGROUND AND PROBLEMS:-

Howrah falls under the Kolkata Mega City, covering the left stretch of Grand Trunk Road from Tikiapara Bally to Panchpara of Howrah Municipal Corporation. A number of Jute Mills, small-scale and sick industries are located here.  Once known as the Sheffield of the East, the region has fallen into obscurity, marked by a grinding cycle of endemic poverty, unchecked population growth and overall paucity of development initiatives. A once thriving industrial zone has now become a vast belt for sick and closed factories with feeble economic activity. The economic scenario is at a standstill owing to a marked reduction in the unskilled employment sector. Also the landless and marginal farmers, daily wage labourers and other job-seekers (in many cases with their family members) migrate from adjacent region to this slum of Howrah with the hope of locating greener pastures. This further exerts a great deal of pressure on the already inadequate basic facilities of the slums. Consequently, the human development indicators for the areas reveal a stark picture. The women and girls of the poor families easily falls prey to the drug mafia and join other nefarious activities to earn their living by sacrificing their dignity and honor. 

Condition of Women
Because of different factors like the lack of education, ignorance or a "Defective Value System" poverty is rampant in the target areas. Discrimination, violence against girls and women are the worst forms of violence. Women and girl's situation cannot be easily understood by the outsiders. To be born as a daughter is to be deprived from education, socialization and participation in the decision making process. As a wife, a woman has to procreate children for the husband and rear them.  She has the obligation to procreate a baby child; failure would result in deprivation of conjugal life with the husband. Still there are many other forms of mental violence against women. Moreover, beatings and other forms of physical violence against women are considered as normal practices in the illiterate families. 

The common opinion in such slums even now due to illiteracy is that investment on girl's education is useless because it does not give any return to the parents. Hence, often the male child alone enjoys the benefit of education and development. This discrimination leads the girl to grow as illiterate, ignorant and inferior person, which results in poverty and a submissive status for women. In these conditions, the Empowerment of the women in the field of Vocational training and education would solve most of their problems and give them self sufficiency. And the drive has begun from the year 2004.

NEED OF THE PROGRAM:-
Expansion of the present Samaritan Vocational Training which is the part of the Mother Project will bring great change in the life of women. They are waiting to avail this opportunity but we are compelled to say “NO” for lack of place. If the present project is expanded we can reach many more women and girls who are desperately looking for such an opportunity.

PROJECT OBJECTIVES:-
1. To create a collective women power to address their financial and social issues

2. To develop women entrepreneurs to materialize their creativity, innovation and economic plans after Completion of training through Exhibition to sell their Products.

3. To establish a women cooperative for SHGs members to create a long term impact on womens’ socio-economic and standard of life, through vocational training micro-Credit Pgm.

5. To create a model of sustainable livelihood in Tikiapara and later whole of Howrah. 

Expected Outputs.

If the Expansion Program of vocational training is started for the women self help groups it would create the following changes:
· Collective bargaining power of women will rise due to larger numbers.
· Status of women will rise and there will be positive social changes for them to have their own space for development

· Earning power and entrepreneurial skill of women will be put to good use in making them self-supportive and self-reliant.

· Education, Health and Social life of women and children will reach higher level.
· All income generation activities would be eco-friendly and sustainable. 

· Social evils against women such as dowry, low-status for women, non-consideration of women when policies related women are framed will be challenged.
· Children of these women would enjoy better education, health and overall development leading to better citizens.
