In 2017, WVN increased global traffic to and use of our online platform by 40 percent. We saw a
17 percent increase in participation in our global online film festival, that involved 45,920
individuals viewing and sharing films coming from 23 countries. We hosted our first creative
workshop in Los Angeles and received special consultative status to the United Nations
Economic and Social Council, allowing us to serve as advisors to global leaders on the power of
social impact film on the global struggle for women'’s rights.
