30 Women Income Generation through Micro Credit Program

Association for Community Rehabilitation and Development, ACORD has planned to implement Micro Credit Program for the economic development of poor of the poorest women living in rural areas of Sialkot-Pakistan.

30 most deserving women entrepreneurs will be provided opportunity to have access to credit. The amount will be used by the women beneficiaries to start and expand their small enterprises.

The project will create sense of change in the lives of women community as they will become economically independent and will shoulder the financial responsibility with the male members of the family and get due respect in the family and even in the society.

30 selected women beneficiaries will be provided training on Basic Principles of Business from trained persons. The training will help the women entrepreneurs to manage their businesses professionally and may run them on long term basis.

The women entrepreneurs will also create new job opportunities for the unemployed women of their area which will help the community members a lot as they will get the chance to earn their living in a dignified manner and near their homes.

The credit amount will be given to the entrepreneurs for a period of one year and it is returnable in 12 equal installments. A small amount of service charge will be charged on the credit amount which will be used to build the revolving capital and to cover the administrative expenses.
The recovered amount will be rolled back into fresh loans to other deserving and needy women entrepreneurs of the area and to the previous women beneficiaries.

The main purpose of the project is to help the women to come forward and become self reliant and economically independent.
