 Since DEPLA started, we have planted over 1,000,000 trees in Uganda, converted hundreds of acres of degraded lands to sustainable use and saved thousands of acres of forest from the wild fires. DEPLA has also trained over 1,300 community members on constructing energy saving mud stoves as well as conserving wetlands.
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    Elephants in Queen Elizabeth National Park. DEPLA is active in the conservation of wildlife. We ensure wild animals and human being co-exist and this is done mostly by sensitizing and training communities living around protected areas on the relevance of wildlife conservation and management and how they can live with wild animals hence minimizing poaching and human-wildlife conflicts.
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 Preparation of tree nursery beds in progress; DEPLA provides tree seedlings to community members and schools for planting and trains students at all levels in the field of environmental conservation and management through formation of conservation clubs in all learning centers
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DEPLA is committed to fighting climate change and conserving forests which is done by introducing energy saving mud stoves that can save at least 75% of the fuel wood used compared to the three stone method of cooking which consumes a lot of firewood.
