This quarter, we concluded the 2024
cycle of our Solidarity Action Day (SAD)
program in eight municipalities.

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Good old Service-Learning in
Action
Where Learning Continues to Meet Action for a Better Tomorrow

Our Service-Learning Clubs remain
dynamic hubs of youth-led
community impact. In recent months,
7 new projects were implemented: 5
focused on environmental protection,
and 2 on vision health, addressing
local needs through volunteer action.

Interest in Service-Learning
leadership continues to grow, with
175 teachers applying to join the next
cohort, eager to bring civic
engagement practices into their
classrooms.

We also organized a Youth Festival in
Hani i Elezit, where young advocates
promoted mental health awareness
through workshops and
performances, showcasing youth-led
civic engagement in small
municipalities.

At the national level, we
strengthened advocacy efforts
to integrate Service-Learning
and climate education into
Kosovo’s education policies. 

In partnership with ASAS
(Albanische Studenten und
Akademiker Stuttgart e.V.), we
launched the project “Future
Green Leaders of Kosovo.  

This initiative focuses on
advancing climate education
through research and policy
recommendations.
