Father Ray Children's Village

Founded 2008

An old African proverb states that ‘it takes a village to raise a child’. The lucky children who have found a home at the Father Ray Children’s Village will grow up knowing what it is like to be part of a loving family and a happy community.

The Father Ray Children’s Village gives orphaned, abandoned & neglected, homeless and abused children a home: a home where they will live with ‘brothers and sisters’ under the watchful eye of a caring ‘mother’.

The Father Ray Children’s Village offers a home where children will be safe, where they will feel loved and one where they will feel not just part of a family, but also part of a community.

Living as part of a family will give each child the individual care that all children need. They will receive the love and attention that all children require, and they will have a sense of belonging; they will belong to a family.

This facility has 24 new children arriving and we are in the process  of building the houses required which will provide them a place to sleep, study and meet with their other 7 housemates. Each house also requires a Housemother. We follow the guidelines of the SOS child program. Our current project is to amass $25,000 to provide perpetual maintenance of the three new houses

Camillian Social Center Rayong

The Camillian Social Center in Rayong provides assistance for people living with HIV/AIDS,with a special emphasize on orphans and women. The CSC manages 7 projects in the southeast of Thailand including a palliative care unit, a child care center, prevention programs, networking for people living with HIV/AIDS, a self-sufficient community a scholarship program and a home for HIV positive teenagers. A part from medical care, the continuation of our rehabilitation work which is called The Garden of Eden project where houses 50 people living with HIV. 

Our current project is rehabbing the Independent Living Center which is located in Rayong and requires an additional $8,000 to finish repairs
