	Collage Creation
	Participants will create personalized collages or drawings of great things that money can’t buy.   We will setup a station somewhere to greet the participants and launch this pre-workshop activity. (activity #9)

	02
	Welcome & Introduction
	Welcome the participants, discuss the objectives and highlight how we will spend the next 90 minutes.  Facilitator will outline some general ground rules (i.e., sharing is voluntary, listening respectfully, etc.).  Facilitator will ask each of the girls to introduce themselves by sharing: (1) Their name, (2) Share their collage and (3) One thing that they can do for free in their community. All responses will be captured on flip charts at the front of the room.

	Money Messages
	Do a group brainstorm with the girls about ways we get messages and what kind of messages they have received about money.

	04
	A grown up budget for an independent woman
	Girls will get to practice distinguishing needs from wants; to reinforce the message that one must fulfil needs before spending money on wants.  Divide the girls into teams of 2 or 3 and give each team a handout with the name, career and monthly net income of a young woman.  Set up the assignment and give them about 20 minutes to set up a budget in each of the four categories.  (activity #8)

	Working Snack

Best Investments
	Participants will be broken up into groups and each person given a short handout with a description of Saving Accounts, Money Market Accounts, US Saving Bonds, and Stocks. The group will then creatively present a synopsis of the assigned investment to the group.(activity #2)

	Building your perfect computer
	To give girls practice making wise buying decisions; to demonstrate the balance between cost and benefits. Participants will understand the concept of budgeting money available for purchasing a computer and feel a sense of control of their money. (activity #7)

	The purpose is to familiarize girls with the concepts of simple and compound interest rates and to help them understand various loan options. (activity #4)
