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The “Ijutkau Tsakamu” (“Growing Together”) women’s circle empowers a Awajún girls in Imaza by providing a safe
space where they feel seen, heard, and supported in developing their leadership skills. With an intercultural

approach and in close collaboration with the community, we center their voices in the conversation around sexual
violence in schools - ensuring that they lead the dialogue and help shape the path forward.
