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BACKGROUND OF THE PROJECT:
The project was started by and for the women peasants in Mparo Parish,Rwamucucu Sub-county Rukiga-Kabale in South Western Uganda.

The purpose of the project is to make sure the indigenous good seeds which reproduce good seeds are not made to diminish by the organizations promoting and selling genetically modified seeds which cannot produce seeds but make the peasant continue buying seeds every time of planting.

It also serves as source of food for the participants as well as selling extra as source of income generating project.
 It also helps directly and indirectly promote plant food against people destroying animals as source of food.

The peasants also use natural organic farmyard manure that does not contain chemicals and which improves soils.

So since September 2018 the women peasants started with bean and maize seeds in that once a home has a good harvest of these two seeds it can have a reasonable diet source and food security.
 The women peasants who are provided seeds grow them and on harvesting they provide the same amount of seeds that they were given, to another woman peasant each. Then use the remaining as seeds and some as for food and selling for income hence the name SEND A  SEED

20 kilograms of seeds yield approximately 100 kilogrammes on harvesting.

Good bean seeds cost Uganda Shs 3000/- per kilogram while Good Maize seeds cost Uganda Shs 2000/- per kilogram

20 Kgs of Bean seeds cost U Shs 60,000/- while 20 kgs Maize seeds cost 40,000/- .Totalling to U Shillings 100,000/- (One hundred thousands)

To provide such an amount to at least 200 women peasants

200x 100,000/- = 20,000,000/= (Uganda Shillings Twenty millions)

Equivalent to USD 5500 hence the name SEND A SEED
The present number of send a seed members are 15.
We wish to increase the number of SEND A SEED members to 200 .
This  will enable them multiply the seeds quickly on harvesting and giving the same amount of seeds each woman to another woman who then joins the group.
