Children’s Academic Personal Scholarships

 CAPS is a support scheme for the most academically gifted students from our village education programme, and a programme assisting children from poor backgrounds; especially girls, to continue their education in local private schools of their own choice.

A very limited number of students are selected by a teachers committee to be eligible for sponsored full time education in a residential hostel and private school of their choice. The Trust is also sponsoring children from very poor backgrounds locally, both boys and girls who attend private schools from home daily.

The students who come from the village schools to full time residential education in private schools represent the most academically gifted of all of our students. The trust sponsors their education until the 10th class or School leaving examination. Those who achieve division one passes, (the top range of marks available) are eligible to be considered for the very limited sponsored places available in higher education up to the next stage, two years at college or university to reach 10 + 2 or twelfth standard, which is the highest level, (apart from a full degree), in the Indian educational system.

Please remember in India class and level progression is not based on age, as is so often the case in the West, but on ability.

In order to continue this programme the Trust needs sponsors for these student to study. 
 Parents and guardians are very much involved in the process. It is not the trusts intention to remove parental responsibility from them regarding their wards education, rather to work with them in helping to provide a supportive environment for their studies and to give them an education they otherwise could not afford.
One ex CAPS student is now working as a teacher in the village school run by the Trust where he started his education many years ago. Others have successfully found work as teachers, trainee hotel managers, and even one policeman.
