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Nourish Projects
A Nourish project is a partnership between a team from a Nourish Chapter and Partner organization to accomplish a specific initiative aimed at poverty reduction. Nourish projects pass through four key stages: proposal, selection, implementation and follow-up. 

Role of a Nourish Chapter

Nourish Chapters are responsible for the proposal, selection and follow-up of projects. During the proposal stage, the international projects committee of a Nourish Chapter approaches various community organizations for proposals in the funding range that is appropriate for the Chapter. The chapter then selects a project for their Chapter to fund based on its potential for impact, long-term sustainability and an appropriate role for student volunteers. The Chapter then oversees the selection of a project team to volunteer and work alongside the Community partner in the project’s implementation. After the project is complete, the Chapter is responsible for staying in touch with the Community Organization about the success of the project.

Role of the Project Team
The project team is responsible for supporting the Partner organization in the project’s implementation. A project team is composed of 6-12 students who volunteer for 4-6 weeks to work alongside the partner organization in the project’s implementation. Students are chosen for the project team based on their ability to support the partner organization. During the project, students document their experiences and the project’s progress towards completion. After the project, the team reports back to the Chapter, which then takes responsibility for following up with the Partner Organization.

Role of the Partner Organization

Partner organizations are chosen based on the projects they submit and their ability to demonstrate the community support. Because of the limited skill sets and time frames of Nourish  students, it’s essential that partner organizations have a long-term commitment to the community. The Partner organization leads the Project’s strategy and the Project team’s activities during the implementation phase and is expected to continue communication with the Chapter about the success of the project.
