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BRIEF PRESENTATION OF THE YOUTH ASSOCIATION FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, AJDC.asbl

I. Presentation of the association
AJDC.asbl is a non-profit association under Congolese law, non-denominational and apolitical governed by law N ° 004/2001 applicable to non-profit associations and public utility establishments in the Democratic Republic of Congo, created on September 05, 2008 in the locality of Kahuna by the young people of this locality on the basis of the experiences lived in this region, being motivated by the non-involvement of these in the process of peace and community development, the recurrence of cases of human rights violations, the rights of children and women following armed conflicts and repeated wars and many other related causes. This situation therefore prompted the youth of Kahuna to come together to reflect on the motives observed in order to find possible solutions that could meet the priority needs of the community. This think tank of young people then decided to create an association for the development and defense of human rights, for the integral development of this aforementioned environment called "Association of Youth for Community Development, AJDC.asbl in acronym".

· II. Mandate / mission of AJDC.asbl

· AJDC.asbl is a community development structure whose mission is based on the supervision of youth through sustainable development actions with a view to improving living conditions for social well-being in rural areas.

· III. Vision of AJDC.asbl

· AJDC. Asbl dreams of responsible youth involved in the peace process and community development in a space where communities live in perfect social cohesion.

· IV. Goal of AJDC. asbl

· Contribute to the community development of the population by carrying out community-based projects in various fields which make them the most autonomous.

· V. The objectives of AJDC.asbl

· • Fight poverty and promote development in rural areas;

· • Animate and sensitize the population for sustainable development;

· • Promote development especially in health, agriculture, animal husbandry, housing and the education of children in difficult circumstances;

· • Contribute and / or support peaceful coexistence between communities;

· • Fight against all forms of violations to which women and children are victims;

· • Promote and protect the rights of the human person in general.

· VI. The areas of intervention of AJDC.asbl

· AJDC.asbl operates in the following areas, depending on the resources available, priorities and its well-defined periodic action plan:

· • Health and social promotion (fight against HIV / AIDS, community health, etc.);

· • Water, hygiene and sanitation;

· • Environment;

· • Agriculture and livestock (agro-pastoral food security);

· • Education and training (moral and cultural, literacy, schooling for children in difficult circumstances, etc.);

· • Promotion of women and childhood;

· • The emergency.

· AJDC.asbl since its creation in September 2008 has already carried out activities in the areas of child protection, conflict management, water, hygiene and sanitation, health and food security. These activities took place following the financial, technical and institutional support of several partners including Monusco (United Nations Stabilization Mission in the Democratic Republic of Congo), Première Urgence-Aide Médicale Internationale (PU-AMI), Oxfam GB , Mamas For Africa (MFA), GIZ / ASCU, RET International in DRC, Pax Christi International / UNESCO and AAP / World Bank, Child Soldiers International, WWF, SOH, PIN / Fonds Commun Humanitaire RDC, NCA / Fonds Commun Humanitaire RDC, etc.

· The organization AJDC.asbl continued to carry out activities aimed at achieving its objectives and assigned mission in several areas / sectors of intervention (multisectoral). Below are the priority activities that are part of its pillars to help target vulnerable people:

· • 2018-2019: Emergency WASH response project in favor of displaced people from Bijombo, project financed by the Common Humanitarian Fund via Norwegian Church Aid (NCA).

· • 2018-2019: Project to respond to the nutritional and health crisis in the health zone of the highlands of Uvira / Bijombo, project financed by the Common Humanitarian Fund via People In Need (PIN);

· • 2018: Emergency WASH In South Kivu project, project funded by Hoffnugseichn E.v / Sign Of Hope;

· • 2018: Led change project (Barza za amani) for community dialogue in the Bijombo highlands, project funded by WWF-DRC;

· • 2018-2019: School support project for 68 ESFGA girls from the Minembwe axis, project funded by the NGO Child Soldiers International based in London;
• 2017: Participation in a research project on ESFGA girls, in the workshop for the dissemination and publication of the practical guide for the reintegration of ESFGA girls and in a monitoring mission of 56 girls led by two staff from the headquarters of the NGO Child Soldiers International in Minembwe, Fizi highlands in November 2017.

• January-September 2017: Emergency project on sexual and gender-based violence and women's health in the Great Lakes region, project funded by the World Bank and the Government of the DRC via the Agence d ' Performance Purchasing / AAP;
