CIVIL & SOCIAL RIGHTS AWWARENESS- NTUNGAMO

CUSAR is an independent not-for-profit organization which is committed to the protection and promotion of Civil and Social Rights Awareness for all Ugandans world-wide. 

CUSAR as organization was officially launched in 2006. Different studies carried out by CUSAR continue to show that there are a lot of violations of peoples Civil and Social Rights in Uganda especially in the rural areas. There is a need for Civil and Social Rights Education to all Ugandans. We need to conduct civil and social rights training and community empowerment workshops, and, fostered collaboration among social and civil rights in Uganda particularly Ntungamo District.

CUSAR is open to all community members and does not discriminate on the basis of a person’s political orientation, religion, gender, age, marital status and level of education.

Mission

To promote and bring about the amicable working and living together conditions and relationship between civil society and state organs, an individual to the other, a state organ to an individual, and putting the constitutional state and individual rights in open for all concerned participants within and outside the society in order to bring about a positive transformation of communities  within the civil society and as a result reducing ignorance, poverty levels, strife, conflicts and corruption within the society, putting constitutional state’s and individual’s rights at work as well as introducing a healthy and manageable civil society within the state and ensuring sustainable environmental management as well as uprooting corruption from the society.
Objectives

1. To promote and increase awareness about the causes of the interlinked factors of ignorance, conflict and strife, corruption, poverty and averting them through sensitization workshops, cultural festivals and sports competitions as well as holding seminars on individual, family and state levels.

2. To address through advocacy, child abuse, rape and defilement and offer counseling and childcare.

3. To promote research and publication in all fields of operation undertaken by the organization and any other field deemed necessary.

4. To promote sustainable environmental checks within all concerned communities as well as promoting preventive measures against criminology through working hand in hand with police, courts, individuals and any other enforcement authority within the state according to thee constitutional letter and Geneva conventions.

5. To foster environmental management as a way of ensuring sustainable development environmental rights.

6. To lobby and advocate for funds through contributions, donations and generation of funds through building projects or running programs that must be in line with the organization’s objectives.

7. To build multi-disciplinary team, train and provide seminars, workshops, refresher courses and study tours to enable efficient running of the organization.

8. To encourage exchange programs, undertake contracts and networking with bilateral and multilateral agencies, government/state institutions, corporations, local government, or institutions or any other authority that may have similar objectives through professional co-operation.

9. To promote gender responsiveness in all aspects of development eg. Women, children, and men equal responsibility in a civic society.

10. To acquire assets such as land, bicycles, computers, cars, vans, heavy-duty trucks, tractors, air crafts ship, vessels, boats in the smooth running of the organization’s activities.

11. To join hands with the state, communities and individual to create awareness, sensitization, and capacity development in poverty alleviation techniques and a total up rooting of corruption from the society.

12. To coordinate an educational scholarship for staff and management in identified members in focused communities and the needy women and children.

13. To encourage and advocate national unity and stability.

14. To work hand in hand with all religious leaders and couples to save or bring about an accord and harmony in matrimony.

15. To safe guard and promote the rights of students as well as educators at all education levels.

16. To safe guard and promote the rights of employee as well as educators at all levels.

17. To safe guard and promote the rights of employee as well as employers at all levels.

18. To safe guard and promote the rights of children as well as parents according to Geneva Convention.

19.  To safe guard the individual right to life according to unite nations letter.

20. To safe guard law and order at all levels with in the society.

21. To be a reconciling hand between the state organs and individuals as well as concerned parties at large.

22. To promote integration of different groups of people with in the society and fight racism, nepotism as well as rapist through different language civic sensitization, social and cultural education and therapy.

23. To promote political different party amicably in national building issues.

24. To promote education for all levels in the society.   

Activities/programs

Legal Advice/Representation

Our legal officers/volunteers offer free legal advice and representation to our members particularly rural women who have land conflicts with their spouses or victims of domestic violence and can not afford legal services, or illiterate women who are victims of fraudsters in shoddy deals. We speak for the voiceless and a number of women in the community have so far benefited from services and are now safe in their homes. 

Poverty alleviation

CUSAR Ntungamo is committed to delivering rural communities out of poverty. We particularly encourage families to engage in productive agriculture. This is timely given that there are cases of people dying due to hunger in different parts of the country. We provide improved seeds to families that can not afford to buy seeds to plant for the season, equip farmers with negotiating skills so as to fetch high prices for their produce. 

Free loan program

CUSAR Ntungamo runs a free loan scheme and we particularly encourage people from vulnerable families like single mothers, Persons living with HIV/AIDS, and needy women in the community to benefit so that they can start income generating projects that will help them improve on their livelihood and families in general. We do not ask for collateral security and we encourage them to pay what they can afford to pay back at a given time. We extend the free loan facility to our CUSAR members and encourage other members to join the organization and benefit from this service. 

Education Fund

CUSAR Ntungamo extends education sponsorship to selected children from vulnerable families. We particularly target the girl child to avoid early marriages after dropping out of school. Early marriages expose the girl child to the constant danger of contacting HIV/AIDS, teenage motherhood and the risks associated with these risks. 

For the HIV/AIDS orphans, we extend the help to them through their surviving relatives but constantly monitor their performance in school and their health condition.

We in future intend to give vocational skills to the youth particularly teenage mothers so that they can better look after their babies by using generated income from the skills acquired

Counseling

We offer counseling to people in the community especially those that are curious about their health status and encourage them to go for voluntary testing. We also counsel troubled youth, married couples with family problems and try to bring harmony back into their homes. 

Community Development

We are generally determined to fight poverty and ensure a free and self sustaining community whose population can afford the basics of life. We offer hope to the hopeless. We offer computer training, sensitize communities on a wide range of issues including HIV/AIDS prevention because a healthy community is an engine for development. We particularly engage the youth in development activities because we know they are the hope for another tomorrow.

We sensitize the locals about their individual rights through music dance and drama and emphasize the need for a corrupt free world. We are a pro poor people organization in rural Uganda and our programs are mainly affected by inadequate funding/lack of funds, irregular weather patterns leading to prolonged drought, stigma attached to HIV/AIDS among other factors.
