The Numismatic Collection of the John Boul-
ton Foundation

The John Boulton Foundation Numismatic

Collection consists of 284 pieces (278 coins and

medals and 6 bills). The exhibition includes so-
me credit papers, stamps, accounting books
and other objects related to the subject of finan-
ce. In the room destined to this exhibition the
Safe of the Boulton House of La Guaira 1s -
cluded, beautiful and imposing safe deposit box
characteristic of the time of the colony and in-

dependence.

This collection 1s unique for its variety, the time
1t covers, the mclusion of original and curious
pieces, which are not in other repositories, and
1s of great importance among Venezuelan nu-
mismatic collections, which are mostly not ex-
posed despite being considered an essential in-
put for education and for the consolidation of

the country's memory.

The John Boulton Foundation Numismatic
Collection 1s a demonstration of the tenacity
and nterest of the Boulton Family, which not
only compiled these priceless treasures, but al-
so sponsored their study and the research that

supports this collection.

This collection was mitially exhibited at the
headquarters of the John Boulton Foundation,
when the mstitution was on the corner of El
Chorro, on Avenida Universidad de Caracas.
Once the Museum was maugurated, in House
No. 3 of the Liberator Forum, next to the Na-
tional Pantheon, 1t was exhibited for a ime 1n
one of 1ts rooms. But these objects were suffe-
ring the effects of the humidity of the old buil-

ding of walls of the house-museum and had to
be removed until maintenance and undertake
the work to mount an exhibition according to

their needs and importance.
