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- Iko Poran was invited by Instituto de Hospitalidade and recruited youth from our partner organizations to participate actively on the World Tourism Forum for Peace and Sustainable Development. In some workshops after the event we collect their expressions and we publish them on a website, created specially to let everyone know their opinions. The conception of this initiative, the youth activities during the Forum and the website itself was coordinated by the Iko Poran's international volunteers.

- We established partnerships with Central de Santa; Casa Auréa and Baron Garden to increase our capacity for volunteering here in Rio de Janeiro. We can now receive up to 48 volunteers at one time and we already have 45 bookings for February and March of 2006;

- Iko Poran had also an article in the newspaper "Jornal do Turismo" about some of the wonderful work we have been doing around Rio. We were also at the special edition about the World Tourism Forum that the Newspaper "O Globo" produced.

- We are still developing communication channels and increasing our positive impacts. We have had a total of 325 thousand page views in November 2005.

- 2005 was a year of a lot of learning. Iko Poran was born in 2003 and we started to receive volunteers in 2004. In 2005 we had 800% the number of volunteers and 1.200% the volume of receipt and the increase of donations to the partner organizations surpassed 2.000%. This shows our real commitment to our Mission. Only in the first trimester of 2006 we will receive 60% of the total of volunteers that we received in 2005, we project a growth of approximately 250% in 2006. Not counting our programs in Salvador which will start in March 2006.
