Who are the marginalized:

The Muhamasheen are a group of Yemeni society, flying,
flying over them, which is the «<Akhdam», and it is the
same category that writes it, the largest, its space, and
space, sometimes considering them as non-citizens
The marginalized people live on the margins of social,
political and economic life in Yemen, which prompted
them to retreat and live in semi-isolated human ag-
glomerations. It saves them from a cold and does not
protect them from the heat, especially in very hot are-
as, where they live in abundance in the governorates
that are characterized by high temperatures, such as
Hodeidah, Aden, Lahj, Abyan and Hadramout. They
are also vulnerable to deadly diseases and epidemics;
As a result of the dire situation they live in, without
electricity, clean water, no protection, no clean food,
no sanitation system, and they are deprived of health
and educational services..
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Al-Nahda Youth Team is
inspecting the concerns of
the marginalized residents
of shantytowns and camps
affected by the floods and
the rains falling on their
camps in order to seek and
coordinate with organizations
to provide them with food
and shelter assistance within
the protection program
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Active Leadership Project 1, the first version funded by CARE
International, documenting clips of the project>s activities coin-
ciding with the World Women’s Day 2020 AD, where 5 leaders
from vulnerable groups were merged with 5 leaders from civil
society organizations in order to transfer their experiences, ex-
periences and success stories and provide women with vulnera-
ble groups with leadership behavior skills
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Groups based on gender were formed and a number of training courses were imple-

mented for them, including innovative planning, so that it would be positive integration
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Providing young people from vul-
nerable, marginalized and vulner-
able groups with their peers from
other groups with gender skills
and building positive peace.
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Al-Nahda Youth Association implements a number of workshops, accountability ses-
sions, and youth and women>s activities with decision-makers and local organizations
to discuss issues of marginalized groups, how to integrate them into society, and what
is the role of the local authority in Taiz
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Distributing woolen clothes
and various blankets for

all age groups, males and
females, to the shantytown
population in Taiz, provided
by pure hands through the
Bena Charitable Society for
Human Development and the
implementation of the Nahda
Youth Association
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The Renaissance Youth Team distributes food and prevention materials against
the Covid 19 virus as part of the protection programs and precautionary meas-
ures against the virus during the epidemic period

By collecting donations from organizations and philanthropists 300 families have
benefited from the project
