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Growing a better future





Mustard Seed is working in Mgongeni, an urban slum on the outskirts of Mombasa Kenya. We aim to reduce the poverty level for the 6000 people who live there. We cannot change the world but with your help we can make a difference to this deprived community.

The programme is aimed at empowerment not giving aid. We want people to realise that they are responsible for their own future. 
We are a small, enthusiastic UK registered charity with big ambitions, knowledge and skills. Our Kenyan Foundation has local trustees and volunteers who lead the projects. Joshua is a primary school head-teacher, Hare is leader of the Elders and Victoria is a lawyer specialising in women’s rights. They are well respected in Mombasa and have an abundance of local knowledge and contacts. Archana is a UK volunteer, who has returned to her Kenyan roots, and has lots of business and IT skills.  

With the exception of the teachers, our local co-ordinator and computer centre team, our members are volunteers so all the money is spent on the projects. Costs in Kenya are relatively low. We work closely with other local charities. All staff and contract workers come from within the community to give them ownership and help the local economy.

EMPOWERMENT THROUGH EDUCATION

The poorest children cannot go to school. Even the overcrowded government schools insist that they have school uniform which they cannot afford. We have a small school in a rented building with excellent resources and a feeding programme.  We desperately need an eleven form primary school to meet demand. Two teachers are being sponsored to train for their ECD Certificate. Our qualified headteacher is studying for her ECD Diploma. 

EMPOWERMENT OF WOMEN

In Mgongeni women are treated as second class citizens. They are often abandoned with their children with no source of income. Mustard Seed has introduced a comprehensive training programme to prepare them to start their own micro-businesses. 5 self-help groups (45 people) are ready for micro-finance. Group members decide between them who should receive a loan and all act as guarantors for repayment. 
EMPOWERMENT OF THE COMMUNITY

In Mgongeni whole families share one room in a rental building. Six families share one latrine. Water is bought in large plastic bottles and must be treated before it becomes drinkable. There is flooding in the rainy season allowing mosquitoes to breed. Rubbish lies everywhere.

3. Will introduce community healthcare

4. Will introduce garbage collection and recycling.

5. Will introduce evening classes for adults 
6.Will provide vocational training for the unemployed.
