42 stranded residents rescued

A surge in water flow at Uyya-
kondan canal led to inundation
of residential areas in Kulum-
ani and Pandamangalam on
Monday. The district has been
witnessing continued heavy
rains for the past three days,
causing water logging at sev-
eral places.
