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Our School for Feminist Popular  
and Political Education moves 
along with 40 women who are in the 
process of writing based on their 

life experiences.
We have created focus groups, 
where we read texts outlaud and 
comment, from our lived experinces, 
about their relevance for our lives.

In this module, we organized an encounter 
with one organization that works on human 
rights issues, and a second one that works 

with mothers who lost their children in prison 
massacres. We believe that exchanges of 
knowledge(s) are important for the growth 

and refl ection of all of us.
