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Project Description and Objectives

Industrial Revelation is a project of Edesia, U.S.-based nonprofit 501(c)(3) organization that works with governments, NGOs, and other nutrition stakeholders to provide the supplies, resources and coordination needed to save the lives of those most at risk for malnutrition. In Tanzania, Industrial Revelation works specifically towards meeting the needs explicit to Tanzania and supporting local Ready-to-Use Food (RUF) production in Dar-es-Salaam. The primary target population is malnourished children under five, as well as other vulnerable populations, such as people living with HIV/AIDS, pregnant and lactating mothers, cancer patients, and marginalized groups.
Why Ready-to-Use Foods?

Ready-to-Use Foods, commonly pastes made from peanuts, milk, oil, sugar and vitamins/minerals, contain all the essential food that a malnourished child needs to reverse nutrient deficiencies, gain weight and regain healthy development. Called ready-to-use because they do not require any addition of water, preparation, or refrigeration, they have a two-year shelf life and can be easily distributed to families. In most cases, a parent or caregiver uses them to feed their malnourished child at home instead of remaining in a hospital or clinic.

Local Production

Industrial Revelation contracts with a local food-manufacturing company in Tanzania to produce Plumpy’nut® and other Ready-to-Use Foods. Local production supports farmers and strengthens economic growth. Furthermore it makes products available much more quickly to the populations who need them most.
 Community Outreach

Despite widespread advocacy efforts and policy changes, hundreds of vulnerable populations still fall through the cracks. In an effort to make an impact on the ground, Industrial Revelation identifies and supports projects in hospitals, schools and non-governmental organizations and provides nutritional support for these vulnerable groups. 

Often organizations have enough funds for the primary medical or educational services, but lack additional resources necessary to provide healthy foods and other nutritional commodities, which severely limits their success. Ready-to-Use Foods help patients to respond better to their treatments, allow students to learn better in school and keep children from getting sick in the first place. This support helps organizations accomplish their work effectively and saves lives.
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
