What is Healing Hands Foundation:

The Healing Hands Foundation is a facility situated in Central in Nelson Mandela Bay, Port Elizabeth, and is a registered NGO/ NPO and was a facility opened in 2010, focusing on Women and their children, who have been affected by Domestic Violence as well as providing a daily soup kitchen for those in need. We offer an in house meal daily to the street dwellers as well as conduct an outreach programme twice a week within the Metro.

Healing hands occupies one residential facility, at 12 Whitlock Street, in the suburb of Central, Port Elizabeth, run by (Maggie) Magdalene Bangaree and her team, it homes and protects as well as providing a haven to women and their children who have had to leave where they live due to Gender Based Violence, 

Why was this facility opened? In 2010, the director Maggie noticed there was a great need for a shelter as the rate of domestic violence is so high in South Africa, international stats confirmed that S.A. has one of the highest incidences in the world, with that she decided to open a safe haven for the many victims that suffer each day in the Eastern Cape, that have no place to run too when in danger.

One other area that Maggie identified was the high incidence of  HIV, in the Eastern Cape, and once again South Africa has the highest rate of HIV and Aids in the world, and she identified that some cases that approached her where effected as well as being victims of domestic violence, so with this in mind she decided to acquire a building and proceeded to develop an holistic approach  for victims,  that included assistance for those who are diagnosed with HIV, and also those that have drug addiction and as well as providing counselling for all.

Maggie ran the shelter herself for many years from her own pocket, and still today cooks for the residents to be close and make them feel at home, she constantly stays in contact with her families daily, so they feel for once in their lives somebody does care.

Over the 10 years the Healing hands foundation has assisted hundreds of women and their children, and have been there day and night, saving lives and offering hope where there was none, Maggie with her wonderful team of helpers, are there to make others’ lives better safe and happy.
We also distribute food parcels to the needy on a monthly basis to those in dire need. We reach approximately 150 000 people each month. 

The Healing Hands Foundation started as a vehicle to help victims of domestic violence, by one woman who had a dream, and by her hard work and determination, she has succeeded in providing  a safe facility with many services to assist , inform  and educate, counsel, empower those that felt they had no future,  with her team she have given them that, a bright future, and what was once started as a dream is now a labor of love.

Since 2013, Healing Hands has been sponsored a VW Polo from Tavcor to use for the organization. See picture below.
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With daily use for collections, deliveries during our outreach projects, transportation for our shelter victims, this vehicle has had too much strain to the point that now it is not mobile. Our work within the community requires a bakkie, however being an NPO we rely solely on donations and sponsorships from the community as we receive no Government funding. We are grateful for the assistance from TAVCOR however now that our organization has grown, we are in dire need of a vehicle that has capacity to load items on a daily basis. We often apart from food and clothing items, receive donations of furniture, linen, beds, matresses, etc which we distribute to those in dire need within our Metro as well as distribute during disaster circumstances, for eg: fire, etc.

We need a reliable vehicle that is mobile as we collect items on a daily basis as well as we either fetch “victims” or transport them daily. Any assistance from your organization will be greatly appreciated as it will enable us to continue our work to improve the lives of those less fortunate within our Metro.
