THE LIGHTHOUSE BABY SHELTER
Vibrant Community Projects help raise funds towards various projects in and around its immediate communities in Johannesburg South Africa. Projects include taking care of the poor communities when it comes to education, food security, health, clothing, and child protection needs. This project is for the Lighthouse Baby Shelter that currently is running short on funding to help 15 children from the ages of 1 months to 17 years of age, who have been abandoned, abused, neglected and orphaned, especially during the cold winter months, where healthy food, medical supplies and warm clothing is in short supply.

The Lighthouse Baby shelter was founded in June 2008 by Eleanor Dustan. Eleanor has taken care of these abandoned children who range from little babies up until 16 years of age since that time. The need is still  huge in this country for children that have been abandoned, abused, neglected and orphaned. The Lighthouse has a door in the garden wall, called ‘THE MOSES BASKET’ where unwanted babies can be placed anonymously. There is a double system to alert us of a baby being placed within the basket. The first being an alarm that is activated when a baby is placed into the basket. Secondly, we have a camera set up within the basket that is on 24 hours a day. This has saved so many babies lives! Some of the older children are not adopted due to their special needs status which came from the neglect before they arrived at The Lighthouse Baby Shelter, and they will be in the care of Eleanor until they are ready to leave and make their own way in life. She is committed to all the children, of which currently there are 15 in her care.
The most urgent needs right now for this baby shelter are financial donations that will assist towards the following for all the children:

Winter clothing for the toddlers

-
Baby food : milks and solids : 0-3 years

-
Food for the rest of the children for weekly groceries that includes healthy fruit, vegetables, bread, 
meat, grains and cereals, butter, jam, juices, milk
-
Clothes for the older teenagers that includes jerseys, jackets, shoes, dresses, pants, shirts and 
underwear

-
Toiletries for the children of all ages that includes toothpaste, toothbrushes, soap, deodorant

-
Vitamins and general over the counter medicines for everyday colds and flu’s

-
Cleaning products for the home, washing powder, stasoft

-
Educational stationary: colouring books, pens, crayons, pencils and pencil cases, calculators, 


notebooks and workbooks
