In a world where so many children have
far too little, sometimes the smallest
gifts become the most meaningful. This
month, we had the privilege of
witnessing one of the most
heartwarming moments in our Sponsor-
A-Child program: Baby Betsie received
her very first toy—a soft baby doll.
Betsie is still so small, but her life story is
already marked by hardship. She has
grown up in an environment where basic
needs—food, water, safety—often come
before anything as “non-essential” as
toys. But we know that childhood should
be more than just survival. Children need
joy. They need play. They need to feel like
they matter.
When Betsie was handed the doll, her
response was immediate and deeply
moving. She kissed it gently, cradled it
close to her chest, and pretended to
feed it. That simple gesture carried the
weight of a lifetime of longing and
unmet needs. In that moment, it wasn’t
just a toy—

it was a symbol of love, belonging,
and care. For us, it felt like watching
a tiny soul awaken to the possibility
that she is worthy of love and
happiness.
These are the small miracles you
make possible.
Every child we serve has endured
something no child should have to
face—whether it’s hunger, neglect,
abuse, or abandonment. The trauma
of extreme poverty often strips away
the very things that make childhood
special.

Health and Hygiene – Teaching the Basics That Save Lives

At WOW Tanzania, we know that education isn't only about reading and
writing—it’s also about teaching children how to care for themselves and
live healthy, dignified lives. This past Friday, we held a special Health and
Hygiene Workshop for the children in our Sponsor-A-Child program, and it
was a joyful, meaningful day full of learning and laughter.

Many of our children come from environments where clean water is scarce
and sanitation is poor. The consequences are heartbreaking. This week
alone, young Oliver was sick with stomach worms, a urinary tract infection,
and a cold—all due to poor hygiene and unclean living conditions. Sadly,
this is not an isolated case. Many of our children fall ill regularly because
of the environments they live in—crowded homes, contaminated water
sources, and a lack of basic health education.

While we continue working tirelessly to improve their physical
environments and access to clean water, we also know that knowledge is
power. So we gathered the children and taught them about daily hygiene
routines—washing hands, brushing teeth, cleaning clothes, bathing
regularly, and keeping their homes tidy.

It was
beautiful to see them singing together, laughing, and learning skills that
could literally save their lives. After the session, we shared a warm,
nutritious meal and gave them time to relax, bond with their peers, and
write their thank you letters. For many of them, just being in a safe, loving
environment is a rare blessing.

These lessons in hygiene and health are the foundation of
a better life. And the ripple effect is powerful: as our children grow up
healthier and stronger, they will pass these habits on to their siblings and
eventually their own children.
We’re also growing. More children are being reached, more workshops are
being planned, and more lives are being changed. Thanks to your
faithfulness, we are building a future where no child suffers from
something as preventable as worms or an infection. Together, we are
breaking cycles of poverty and illness—one child at a time.
