EARTH VOICES INSPIRING SHIFT 
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Earth 'Guardians' (EG) aims to combat the climate crisis through
intergenerational collaboration, focusing on empowering diverse youth
to lead the global climate justice movement. The Earth Voices Inspires
Shift (EVIS) initiative extends this mission, fostering connections
between students in under-recognized communities and the climate
justice movement.

To expand our reach within historically marginalized communities, we
are deploying our most talented young public speakers (all
identifying as QT-BIPOC and under 30) to over 28 public schools
nationwide to educate, mentor, and engage students in the climate
justice space.

This transformative initiative is designed to shift power and agency
into the hands of the next generation, motivating more young
individuals to become confident leaders equipped with the skills and
knowledge needed to shape their future.

Our professional  youth speakers will attend four of their local
middle schools, high schools, or colleges in the following cities:
Minneapolis, Chicago, Phoenix, Denver, Baltimore, DC, and New
York City.

These speakers, who have been trained through our Speakers
Bureau program, and who have spoken in front of large
audiences including at Harvard, the UN, the Whitehouse, and
the COP, will serve as mentors to students.

WHY EVIS?

78% of Gen-Z say they have significantly been or moderately
affected by climate change, resulting in increased global anxiety
about the future (BBMG, GlobalSource)
History proves climate change disproportionately affects
marginalized communities, specifically QT-BIPOC, creating a need
for centering QT-BIPOC knowledge and skills in generating positive
change
