Despite the obstacles, his determination to offer quality
education never wavers. He sees the hope and dreams of
these children as his own, and he's committed to turning their
aspirations into reality through education.

Badru's impact is evident in the smiles and excitement of his
learners, who eagerly greet him as
"Teacher, teacher, teacher" every Monday morning. Before his arrival, many
children were confined to working alongside their parents in farming or fishing,
or as house helps in the city. Now, with access to basic education within the
community, parents dare to dream big for their children - aspiring for them to
become lawyers, doctors, accountants, journalists, and more. This year, after 10
years, the school produced its first set of primary 6 graduates for the first time
in a decade. Badru's exemplary leadership and unwavering commitment inspire
all who encounter his path.
