Project Summary:  
Divine Women Organization started a poultry project to act as a demonstration and training centre for the community of Katikamu sub-county in Luweero district.
The project teach women in the area  how to raise the chickens profitably. It provides training on poultry house construction, how to make brooders and mixing proper feeds plus finding market for both eggs and chickens. 

After acquiring the skills, the members are helped to start their own poultry farms for earning incomes and to sustain themselves. 
The project has a poultry doctor who does the vaccinations and treatment of the chicks and also make follow up on individual farmers through every stage of poultry raising.

Impact:
Women receive free training  on poultry farming and support directly from the project.

Under the project, the women organized themselves into “Tweyanze parish Poultry Farmers Association” which meets every month to discuss means and ways of how they can improve their poultry farms and also raise chicken as income generating business. 

The chickens and the eggs have both been important in changing lives; through improved nutrition and increased incomes. 
The project is creating jobs in the area, made people self-reliant and improving their living conditions. 
Community Contribution:
The community provided the land on which the project is on. They constructed the project farm structures and they are also donating feeds for the chicks. 

Some community volunteers take care of the chicks at the farm including feeding them.
