Total Funding solicited through Global Giving:   Seventy four thousand, four hundred and eighty three US Dollars.
PROJECT CONCEPT:

A total of four hundred jobless young persons aged between 16 to 35 years and women of any age shall first of all undergo a four-day intensive training course on poultry production and marketing in the following 4 places: Batibo, Jakiri, Ndop and Bamenda. One hundred of the trainees, who will be able to have the poultry houses, will be selected and granted microcredits in kind i.e. each in the form of  100 hybrid broilers day-old-chicks along with the necessary in-puts. Everything will be supplied to the beneficiaries, where they are, while they sign papers to refund, interest-free after one year, the equivalent value in cash of what they receive. So, a total of 10,000 broiler chicks will be distributed to 100 jobless youths and women who are located in four rural localities. Each beneficiary will rear 5 batches of the broilers in one year and each batch will be raised for 6 to 7 weeks, the batches being separated with rest periods of 15 to 21 days. The beneficiaries will be taught how to formulate and mix their own home-made compound mash for their birds and this will double their profit!  

         Since this is a revolving fund, when the farmers refund the money after one year it will then be used in order to buy other in-puts and granted to others who have earlier undergone the training and are on the waiting list.
