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Bengal Paush and Magh winter in the
seasonal cycle. There are no more
seasons in this land of six seasons.
Impact of all three seasons in winter,
summer and monsoon due to climate
change. Extreme heat, extreme cold and
heavy rains have more impact. Although
Bengali Paush and Magha are winters in
the six seasons, some years the winter
starts from the end of Kartika and lasts
till the month of Falgun. Climate change
causes temperatures to rise and levels to
fall. As the temperature drops, so does

the severity of winter. This winter often
turns into a bone-chilling winter.
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Winter is very difficult for poor and
destitute people. When winter comes, the
poor and helpless people get cold.
Happiness is followed by sadness as
winter follows summer. And we have to
live with happiness and sadness.
Similarly, winter comes with happiness,
joy and mirth for the rich and sorrow,
despair and turmoil for the poor. On the
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one hand, when winter comes, the rich
class people rejoice with happiness. On
the other hand, when winter comes, poor,
unfortunate, underprivileged people feel
sad. Winter is a curse for the
underprivileged in our society. As we
know, disadvantaged people can live on
footpaths, railway stations and slums
during summer or hot days. But in winter
it is very difficult or unbearable for them
to stay on footpath or railway station.
Apart from that, they sometimes have to
go without food in winter.
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They do not have even the least
protection against the harshness of cold
currents. As a result, the suffering of the
helpless and the poor only increases. Old
people, children and poor people on
footpaths also die for lack of warm
clothes. Since last few days, the severity
of winter has increased in different parts
of the country. The current cold weather
and the low-income people of the
northern part of the cold country are
having a hard time, along with the
children are suffering from diarrhea,
fever, sneezing, cough, shortness of
breath and other cold-related diseases.
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Project Summary

A large part of people in Bangladesh enjoy winter. But it becomes a harsh reality
for the poor in this country. Where people struggle to fulfill their rights, it is not
possible for them to buy warm clothes in bitter winters. PATHWAY has been
distributing among the needy and helpless for a long time. The aim of this project
is to maintain the continuity of these activities.
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Challenge

Due to the decrease in temperature
in Bangladesh in winter, the poor
and helpless people suffer from lack
of warm clothes. Apart from the
economically backward, people
from socially backward
communities also face harsh
realities in these adverse times.

Solution

Through this project we will
distribute blankets and winter
clothes to helpless and distressed
people. This is a big campaign
through which winter clothing will
be delivered to the underprivileged
in phases.
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Long-Term Impact

Blankets will be distributed to
11,800 helpless and disadvantaged
people through this project. That
will protect them from the
harshness of winter for several
years.
