	Another Hope Children’s Ministries – Community Anti Malaria Campaign 

	Objective of Campaign
	To supply pregnant mothers and children (under five years of age) in the Wakiso sub county, Wakiso District in Uganda with treated mosquito nets and to aid in the treatment and prevention of malaria.

	Duration of Campaign
	1 Month

	Context
	Malaria is a life threatening disease caused by Plasmodium parasites. These parasites are spread through the bites of infected Anopheles mosquitoes, called malaria vectors. Bites usually occur between dusk and dawn. This is when treated nets would be most effective.
In Africa a child dies every 45 seconds from Malaria, this disease accounts for 20% of all childhood deaths.
Uganda has the third highest death rate from malaria in Africa, in addition to some of the highest recorded malaria transmission rates in the continent.

According to statistical data obtained from DESA, UNDP, UNICEF, UNAIDS and WTO the number of reported malaria cases (2007) was 12,792,759 and the number of reported deaths was 47,000.
In the 2007/08 budget document to Parliament the Minister for Health Dr Stephen Mallinga revealed that malaria treatment and prevention remained one of the biggest challenges facing the country putting millions of Ugandans at risk.

Malaria is a preventable and curable disease, the nets purchased through this campaign together with the testing and subsequent treatment for malaria will go a long way to saving someone’s life.

	Some Facts
	According to the World Health Organisation report in 2008, there were 247 million cases of malaria and nearly one million deaths in Africa.
On average a person will receive more than 1,500 infectious bites per year. This averages at approximately 3 bites per day. Figures from the Ugandan Ministry of Health indicates approximately 320 people die each day as a result of the malaria epidemic in the country. Only 34% of households have one or more mosquito nets, less than 13% of households have a treated net. 

With these figures in mind AHCM wish to provide 600 mothers and children in the Wakiso District with free treated mosquito bed nets to help rescue them from malaria.

Each treated bed net costs the equivalent of $7.50.
Another Hope also wishes to set up testing in the community so that people whose results show they have malaria will be provided with treatment.

	Budget Requirements
	At Another Hope we wish to raise $11,300 to help the community in Wakiso in the prevention and treatment of malaria.

The money raised will go towards the purchasing of nets, testing equipment and treatment for people who have malaria. 
AHCM is proposing to make a once off purchase of 600 mosquito nets and net hooks at a cost of $4,500. The remainder of the money raised will be put towards 

· Testing kits for the community

· Medicine for people with results showing they have malaria
· Doctor and nurses fees 
· Administration costs

· Sensitization costs
