ATM JOINS FOOD RELIEF CAMPAIGN

 

 

With over 3.5 million Kenyans facing death through starvation, the government announced the drought as a national disaster in January. Currently both local & international NGOs and corporate bodies are busy fundraising to ensure that vulnerable communities have ready access to food, clean water and healthcare.

 

The Advocates for Teen Mothers (ATM), through one of its projects, Compassion, has taken an active part in the relief efforts, soliciting for foodstuff and basic medication for children affected by the drought. Since January, it has been running a campaign within the local communities to contribute some foodstuff for distribution to families affected by the drought.

 

“We recognize that people living with HIV are now more vulnerable and at more risk of death,” said Stella Amojong, Programme Coordinator for the Community based organization based in Eldoret, Kenya.
 

Currently, the government estimates that the relief effort needs about Kshs.30 billion (US$430million) to meet the demand of people whose lives are in danger. Already tens of people have been reported dead due to starvation and unless the campaign efforts bear fruits soon, more people are at risk of death.

 

Since its campaign began, ATM has been able to raise Kshs.125, 600 (approximately US$1,794) from individual contributions as well as foodstuff from local families, according to Ms Amojong.

 

“But with your help, the food relief campaign could move to the next level. Each dollar counts and each penny saves a live,” said Stella during a radio interview with SAYARE, a local radio station.
