Over the years, working with vulnerable people and volunteers whose
language is different, we have seen an urgent need: many people require
learning a new language in order to progress and to help others progress as
well.

That's why the Languages ​​for Hope project was born. A project that seeks to
provide hope through language learning. 
It is aimed at migrants, workers and volunteers.
Since September, our educational team has been developing the content and
materials that will be used to teach these groups. We will begin by teaching
English and Spanish. 

In November, the project began with a Spanish course for the volunteers who
support Casa Ainbo. Additionally, in Iquitos, we've been running language
exchanges for about eight months, allowing young people to apply what
they've learned in real-life situations, and this practice helps them grow in
their jobs.
And in January 2026, we will begin with a group of women from vulnerable
areas of Lima who will learn English.
