Global Reach International Orphanage Support Program

Global Reach International is a grassroots organization based in the USA that was formed by former Peace Corps Volunteer Bill Sansone. The project we are looking to fund is a small orphanage located in southern Nepal. We found this orphanage on our recent trip to Nepal this past February. The orphanage has been operated for the past twenty years by the same person. They raise around $4000 per year to keep it operated. They raise the money by supplying a truck owned by the orphanage, for rental to local businesses. A truck was given to the orphanage for them to generate income with it. For the past ten years they have been using it to keep the facility operational. The orphanage is operating on a budget of $333 per month.

Global Reach International is looking to raise additional income for the facility to help with repairs, educational materials, and additional food and bedding for the children. Currently there are twenty five children living in these quarters. We would like to raise the money before our next trip to Nepal in January 2011. We will be traveling with a group of volunteers from the USA to help fix the facility and distribute funds to the orphanage. We are looking for a goal of $10,000. This will take care of expenses of repairing the facility, buying new educational materials, computers, food, and clothing. It will also give them additional income each month for operational expenses of the orphanage for the next three years.

Since this orphanage has been raising its own funds for the past ten years, we believe it is a worthy project to support. Global Reach International looks for projects that can sustain themselves when the outside organization leaves. We believe this orphanage fits that criteria.
