A tropical cyclone is a large and powerful low-pressure area rotating
counterclockwise in the northern hemisphere, clockwise in the southern
hemisphere, and containing rising warm air, that forms over warm water. A
tropical cyclone can be up to six miles high, and hundreds of miles wide. They
generally travel at ten to fifteen miles per hour but can travel as fast as 40 miles
per hour. Less powerful tropical cyclones are called Tropical Storms and even
weaker storms are termed Tropical Depressions. Almost all tropical cyclones
form in a band from 10 to 30 degrees on either side of the equator in an area
termed the Inter tropical Discontinuity or the Inter tropical Convergence Zone, in
an area of high humidity where the seawater temperature is at least 80 degrees
Fahrenheit down to a depth of at least 150 feet, or 50 meters.

Tropical cyclones generally strike Bangladesh in two seasons, March through
July and September through December, with the greatest majority of storms
arriving in May and October.
