Rumah Harapan Indonesia (RHI) is a halfway house for children aged 17 years who are undergoing treatment for serious non-communicable diseases. Generally, patients at RHI come from poor families who come from outside the big cities in Indonesia.
History
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History
Founded in 2014 by Valencia Mieke Randa in Jakarta. At the beginning of its establishment, RHI used the name Rumah Harapan Valencia Care Foundation (RHVCF). RHI is under the auspices of the Friends of Valencia Peduli Foundation which was established based on Notarial Deed Number 493 dated 23 December 2014 made before Notary Rosita Rianauli Sianipar, SH. MKn in Jakarta and SK. Minister of Human Rights & Human Rights of the Republic of Indonesia Number AHU-0000159.AH.01.04.TH.2015 January 7 2015. For less than 2 (two) years, RHVCF has been in Jakarta, Bandung, Bali and Aceh. In 2017, the Aceh branch was independent so it was no longer under RHI management.

In mid-2016, RHVCF changed its name to RHI with the mission of building more shelter homes in all major cities in Indonesia. Simultaneously with the name change to RHI, Raline Shah joined as Co Founder of RHI. In line with RHI's mission, in 2017 the RHI halfway house was present in Semarang.
