Floods visit Bangladesh almost every year due to its unique geographical
location and monsoon climate. The country is crisscrossed by numerous rivers,
and heavy seasonal rains often lead to these rivers overflowing, causing
widespread flooding. The estimated yearly cost of flood-related disasters in
Bangladesh can reach up to $2 billion during extreme flood years, while in
typical years, the economic losses are around $175 million. These estimates
include damage to crops, infrastructure, homes, and the broader economy. (The

Bangladesh is a country where a significant portion of the population faces
economic challenges, reflected in their income situation. According to the
World Bank, about 24.3% of the population lives below the national poverty
line, struggling with limited financial resources and low incomes. Seasonal
floods increase the pain of poor people and make them destitute.
