Constitution conference
Kenyans has been agitating for constitutional reforms for close to 2 decades and time has come for the dream to come true. 
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The greatest achievement that the organization realized last year is when the Founder who is also the Chairman and the Coordinator was invited to the Constitution Conference to give proposals on how best the interest of  people with disability can be taken into consideration in the new constitution dispensation in Kenya. Out of the 5 proposal the Chairman gave 3 are incorporated into the proposed constitution.  Following the good work of the Organization the chairman has been subsequently been invited in Interim Independent Boundaries Commission (IIBC), Interim Independent Electoral Commission (IIEC), and National Cohesion and Integration Commission (NCIC) conferences.
   AADD KENYA has also managed to improve the living conditions of at least 20 disabled people and more people with disability in the south western rural parts of Kenya are identifying themselves with the organization. However there is still along way to go.
